Introduction

Main Topic

Homework 

Any homework that is sent home is a consolidation of what we are learning in 
school. Through doing this work, we can ensure your child fully, and 
independently, understands concepts learnt in class.  

We will send one piece of written homework per week, which will alternate 
between Literacy, Science and Numeracy. This will be given out on Friday 
and collected in the following Thursday. Your child should use their 

homework books to record this in.  As well as weekly homework, your child has daily 
work to be done each evening which is as follows:- 

 Reading – a daily comment to be written in their reading record (This will 
checked every day) 

 To learn their spellings and their multiplication tables for a test on Friday 
 
Physical Education: 

Class 9: PE on Wednesday and Friday. Swimming will take  place every 
Thursday as of 24th September  
Class 10: PE on Thursday and Friday. (Swimming for class 10 will begin in 
Term 2) 
Please ensure your child has a PE kit and suitable outdoor shoes, 
otherwise they will not be able to take part. Also, long hair should 
always be tied up and jewellery removed (If this can’t be done 

independently, then it should be done at home).
